PDF Specifications

PDF Specification Defined

A PDF specification is a collection of
components (files) which the PDF
document creator can use to create
and deliver Certified PDF docu-
ments which have to be up to the
PDF document receiver's expecta-
tions.

Components of a PDF Specification

A PDF specification can have essen-
tial and optional components.

Essential components of a specifi-
cation

Essential components of a specifi-
cation are files which a specifica-
tion must have in order to be
"publishable". A contributor can
only publish a specification if it
contains at least one of the follow-
ing essential components:

. An Enfocus PDF Queue, i.e. a
complete Enfocus Certified
PDF creation and quality
assurance workflow. You can
create an Enfocus PDF Queue
in Enfocus Instant PDF 3.x to
convert your source docu-
ments to output-ready Certi-
fied PDF documents in a
single step. A PDF Queue
contains at least an Enfocus
PDF Profile, but can also
include one or more optional
subcomponents such as
Action Lists, Adobe PDF
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settings files (*.joboptions), a
PostScript Printer Description
(*.ppd), Adobe InDesign
presets or QuarkXPress print
styles or PDF export options.

or

. An Enfocus PDF Profile, i.e. a
collection of criteria which a
PDF document should meet to
be outputworthy. Each crite-
rion corresponds to a given
property of the PDF docu-
ment.

Optional components of a specifi-
cation

A specification can also include
optional components. These are
files which are, strictly speaking,
not required to publish the specifi-
cation, but which can help the
subscriber to create output-ready
Certified PDF documents.

Optional components of a specifi-
cation can be:

. Enfocus Action Lists, i.e. a
series of Enfocus actions
grouped together as a single
command to carry out tasks
automatically in a PDF docu-
ment. It is similar to a
“macro” in other applica-
tions.

. PostScript Printer Description
(*.ppd) Files

. QuarkXPress print styles or PDF
export options
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. Adobe InDesign (S print
presets or PDF presets (called
printer styles and PDF styles
respectively in Adobe
InDesign 2.x)

. Adobe PDF Settings (*.jobop-
tions)

. 1CC Profiles

. Documentation

Usage of PDF Specifications on
CertifiedPDF.net

The usage of PDF specifications on
CertifiedPDF.net is as follows:

1 Contributors are typically PDF
document receivers, e.g.
printers or publishers. They
create PDF specifications and
publish them on Certified-
PDF.net to distribute them to
their PDF document providers
because they expect to receive
output-ready PDF documents.

2 Subscribers are typically PDF
document creators. They sub-
scribe to and use the specifi-
cations of their PDF document
receivers to create and deliver
output-ready PDF documents.

Read

The status read of a specification
means that you have “read" the
specification: you have seen the
specification data and all related
files and documentation at the
time when you subscribed to or
linked through to the specification.
However, you still need to confirm
the actions of subscribing or linking
through to this specification.

Confirmed

You have linked through to or sub-
scribed to a specification, read it
and you have installed its files and
documentation. You need to man-
ually confirm you did so by clicking
confirm link in the Actions column
of that specification. Its status will
then change from read to con-
firmed.

Community

Types of Members of the Certi-
fiedPDF.net Community: Contribu-
tors and Subscribers

CertifiedPDF.net is a public Web site
and is accessible to anyone. You
can freely visit the CertifiedPDF.net
Web site and browse through the
list of specifications. You can also
see who is already a contributor of
CertifiedPDF.net or take a look at
the available resources.

However, if you wish to use Certi-
fiedPDF.net effectively, you need to
become a registered member of the
CertifiedPDF.net community. You
can register:

. As a Subscriber

. As a Contributor

Subscriber

Subscribers, or "subscribing Mem-
bers", are typically people who cre-
ate and deliver PDF documents.
Once registered as a subscriber, you
can download and subscribe to PDF
specifications. You can manage
your specifications on Certified-
PDF.net and you will also be noti-
fied automatically if one of these
specifications is updated.

Subscribers can use Certified-
PDF.net free of charge.

Contributor

Contributors, or “contributing
Members", are typically:

. People who receive PDF docu-
ments, for example printers
and publishers

. Industry associations

Once registered as a contributor,
you can publish your own PDF
specifications on CertifiedPDF.net or
link through to PDF specifications
for standards such as PDF/X or spec-
ifications published by (other)
industry associations. You are con-
sidered the owner of the specifica-
tions which you add to and publish
on CertifiedPDF.net yourself.

In case you too have to deliver Cer-
tified PDF documents to other par-
ties, you are able to subscribe to
PDF specifications published by
other contributors.

. Specification detail pages.
This is the page which you get
to see if you click the name of
a specification. You will then
see the Specification data,
Files and Documentation.

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Viewing the List of Contributors or
Specifications: Filtering and Sorting

Filtering vs. Sorting

When you view the lists of contrib-
utors or specifications, you will
notice that these lists can become
quite extensive. Besides searching,
you can filter or sort the lists to
quickly find the relevant informa-
tion:

. Sorting the list will rearrange
it by the criterion of your
choice. You find these criteria
in the column heading of the
lists, for example Name,
Version, Date or Category.

. Filtering a list displays only
the rows that meet the
criteria which you specify.
Unlike sorting, filtering does
not rearrange a list. Filtering
temporarily hides the rows
which you do not want to see
displayed.

To sort the list of contributors or
specifications:

1 Do one of the following:

. To see the list of contributors,
click the Community tab.

. To see the list of specifica-
tions, click the Specifications
tab.

. To search for a collection of
contributors or specifications,
click the Search tab and select
the search criteria of your
choice.

The list of contributors or specifica-
tions is presented in tabular form.

2 Click the column heading to
sort the list by a criterion of
your choice, for example Pro-
duction process for specifica-
tions or Category for
contributors.

To filter the list of contributors or
specifications:

Using the Latest Version of the
Specification

Subscribing to a specification of a
contributor notifies you by e-mail
or through one of the Enfocus
applications of changes to this
specification. This will ensure that
you are always working with the
latest version of the PDF specifica-
tion.

Subscribing: Find, Download,

Confirm

Account

Free Trial Period

The first time you register as a con-
tributor on CertifiedPDF.net, you
will be able to use all the functions
of CertifiedPDF.net unlicensed, and
thus free of charge, for a trial
period of 30 days. After this period,
you will be asked to buy a Certi-
fiedPDF.net license.

Buying a License

If you have decided to become a
contributor, you can buy a Certi-
fiedPDF.net license. You will then
receive a product key which you

can use to license your Certified-
PDF.net account.

Renewing your License

Your CertifiedPDF.net account will
be valid for one year. One month
before the expiration date, you will
be invited to renew your Certified-
PDF.net license, which implies buy-
ing a new license for another year
and filling in your new product key
in the Setup > License section on
CertifiedPDF.net.

Limited CertifiedPDF.net Account

If you fail to renew your license on
time, you will have limited access
to CertifiedPDF.net for one month
after the expiration date. This
means that you will still be able to
see your specifications and person-
alized settings, but you will not be
able to change them.

After this limited-access period,
your account will be removed from
CertifiedPDF.net.

To license your CertifiedPDF.net
contributor account:

Unpublishing a Specification

Unpublishing a specification means
that you leave the specification on
CertifiedPDF.net, but you make it
temporarily inaccessible to sub-
scribers. You may wish to do this,
for example, if you need to change
the specification thoroughly and
you do not want people to sub-
scribe to it in the mean time.
Instead of having to delete the

specification from CertifiedPDF.net
and adding it again at a later time,
you can simply unpublish it tempo-
rarily and then republish it when
it's ready for use.

To unpublish a specification:

1 Make sure that you are logged
on to CertifiedPDF.net.

You can see this at the top of each
page on CertifiedPDF.net.

Logged in as atek@enfocus.be (@) Log out
2 Go to Setup > My specifica-
tions.

3 Locate the row of the specifi-
cation which you want to
publish.

L Click the unpublish hyperlink
in the the row of the specifi-
cation which you want to
publish.

A message appears saying that
there may be subscribers who are
subscribed to the specification
which you are about to unpublish.
Existing subscribers, however, will
not notice that this specification
has been unpublished. They can
still use the version to which they
subscribed originally.

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Grouping Your Specifications

Creating Groups of Specifications

If you have published a large num-
ber of personal specifications, you
and other members of Certified-
PDF.net will see a very long list of
specifications when clicking the
name of your company or organi-
zation in the Community section.
Thus, you and they may have diffi-
culty finding the correct specifica-
tion quickly and easily.

Therefore, it may be convenient to
categorize your personal specifica-
tions in groups according to various
criteria. You can create these groups
yourself and use any criterion
which you find relevant. For exam-
ple, you can create groups of speci-
fications per:

. Market segment, such as
commercial printing, adver-
tisements for newspapers,
advertisements for maga-
zines, book printing

. Production process, such as
sheet offset, web offset or
digital printing

. Geographical region

. Standard, such as
PDF/X-1a:2001 or PDF/X-3:2002

To create a specification group:
1 Log on to CertifiedPDF.net.

2 Click Setup > My specifica-
tions > Grouping and Sort-
ing.

3 In the My specification
groups section, type a Group
Name in the corresponding
text box and click add group.

To add specifications to a group:

1 Go to Setup > My specifica-
tions > Personal specifica-
tions.

Click edit in the row of the
specification which you want
to add to a group.

Sorting Lists

You, like any other member of Cer-
tifiedPDF.net, can sort any list on
CertifiedPDF.net simply by clicking
one of the column headings. You
can do this, for example, for the list
of specifications (Specifications tab)
or the list of contributors
(Contributors tab). The triangle
next to the column heading indi-
cates that the list is sorted by this
criterion in ascending ( 4 ) or
descending order ( ¥ ).

Sorting Information on Your Speci-
fications Overview Page

Click the Community tab and the
name of your organization or com-
pany in the list of Contributors.

Below the section about your com-
pany or organization, you can see
your specifications listed, maybe
arranged in groups if you have
classified them. You cannot only
create these groups and add speci-
fications to them, you can also
specify the default sort order of:

. The groups themselves
. The specifications within the
groups

To specify the sort order of your
specifications and specification
groups:

1 Log on to CertifiedPDF.net.

2 Click Setup > My specifica-
tions > Grouping and Sort-
ing.

If you have defined specification

groups, you can see these groups

listed in the My specification
groups section. Notice that these
groups appear in the same order in
which they appear on your specifi-
cation overview page.

These
will be called linked specifications.
The creator of the original specifi-
cations, however, may at some
point in time delete the originals
from CertifiedPDF.net or “unpub-
lish" them. If so, these linked but
unavailable specifications will be
listed in a separate section named
Broken Links, which you can find in
Setup > My specifications > Linked
specifications.

15  If necessary, click Browse,
select your own graphics
which you want to use
instead of the default Certi-
fiedPDF.net graphics and click
Upload new graphics.

The image of your own graphics will
appear in the list of Graphics to
use.

16  In the Files section, click
Browse, select any external
files which are referenced in
your HTML code (JavaScripts,
style sheets, images etc.) and
click Upload.

The final step is to refer your sub-
scribers to the integrated specifica-
tion pages when they visit your
own corporate Web site. You use
the links (URLs) which were auto-
matically generated on Certified-
PDF.net and which appear in the
Integration Links section:

17 Go to the Integration Links
section, copy the URLs and
paste them at the relevant
positions in your own corpo-
rate Web site.

18 Repeat steps 5 through 17 for
all the languages in which
you want to create integrated

pages.
